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Summer in the midwestern states can be highly variable, but you can always expect periods of low rainfall. Dry weather combined with high temperatures place a great deal of stress on your landscape, particularly newly planted trees and shrubs that are most vulnerable to damage. Pay close attention to the water needs of your plants. If the plant wilts, causing the leaves to droop, water right away. Don't wait for leaves to turn brown before watering.

A Good Starting Place








A wilted lawn will turn dark blue in color - first in distinct spots and later across the entire lawn. This is a clear signal that your lawn needs water immediately.


Warm humid nights increase disease activity on your lawn, particularly in the southern parts of the Midwest. Under these conditions, you must water in the morning. Evening and night-time watering will aggravate lawn diseases.

Skin care - Five or more sunburns significantly increases your risk of developing skin cancer.  Generously apply sunscreen to all exposed skin using a Sun Protection Factor (SPF) of at least 15 that provides broad-spectrum protection from both ultraviolet A (UVA) and ultraviolet B (UVB) rays. Reapply every two hours, even on cloudy days, and after swimming or sweating.





To save gasoline and money - During long vacation trips, keep your car tuned, your tires properly inflated, and drive carefully.





To save energy - Set your thermostat to 78 degrees when you are home and 85 degrees or off when you are away. Using ceiling or room fans allows you to set the thermostat higher because the air movement will cool the room.  (Save: 1 - 3 percent per degree, for each degree the thermostat is set above 72 degrees).

It's especially important at this time of year to mow at the proper height and at the right frequency. The rule of thumb is to remove no more than one-third of the plant at any one mowing. Here are specifics for the summer months:


Kentucky bluegrass, perennial ryegrass, and tall fescue - mow to a height of three inches.


Zoysia grass and Bermuda grass - mow to a height of one to one and one-half inches.


During periods of very active growth, you may need to mow every three to four days. At other times, once a week is sufficient. For best results, mow in different directions with each mowing.








There are several turfgrass species adapted to the Midwest. The best choices for the northern part of this region are Kentucky bluegrass, and mixtures of Kentucky bluegrass and perennial ryegrass. However, in the transition zone, from southern Ohio across to Missouri and Kansas, turf-type tall fescue is the best. Tall fescue will tolerate the summer heat that otherwise severely injures Kentucky bluegrass.





Garbage cans in view – must be hidden from all angles


Lawn Maintenance – lawns must be kept at a reasonable length and residents should take care of all weed issues 


Exterior Maintenance – damaged siding, shingles, & mailboxes should be fixed in a timely manner; along with any exterior surfaces in need of painting or resurfacing (i.e. window trim, driveways, etc.)


Trailers – items that require a trailer including (but not limited to) campers & boats shall NOT be parked on the street or in the driveway for any period of time longer than 48 hours within a 30 day period


Commercial Vehicles – vehicles with commercial signage shall NOT be parked in plain view at any time; please make every effort to park these vehicles elsewhere or remove commercial signage as necessary


Satellite dishes – should not be larger than 24” in diameter and should be installed in a location that minimizes the view from the street that the home faces
